The CAA is coming off the best season in league history, with four 
teams earning post-season berths and the conference earning 
a #8 ranking in the final RPI. The CAA was the only conference 
in the nation with four teams that posted 24 or more victories. 
George Mason reached the NCAA Final Four, while ODU reached 
the NIT semi-finals, Hofstra the NIT quarterfinals. Drexel was in 
the pre-season NIT semi-finals and UNC Wilmington won the 
CAA title and competed in the NCAA tournament.
