The George Mason Patriots have a new head coach
patrolling the sidelines in Jeri Porter. Porter comes
to George Mason after spending six seasons at
Radford with a 93-85 overall mark, including a
WNIT berth. Porter's squad this year includes eight
letterwinners and four starters from last year's 14-16
overall team. The Patriots went 2-9 during the non-
conference schedule which included wins over
Howard and Appalachian State and have gone 0-3
since starting conference play with losses to James
Meadison, VCU, and Towson.

ALL-TIME SERIESWITH
MASON:
The Petriots are one of five CAA teams that have yet
to defeat the Lady Monarchs. Old Dominion owns a
43-0 record against George Mason.

LAST TIME VS. MASON:
The No. 11 Old Dominion women's basketball team
clinched the CAA regular season title with an 82-44
victory over George Mason back on February 28th,
2008 at the Ted Constant Convocation Center. T.J.
Jordan became the CAA's all-time leader in three-
point field goals with her first three of the night hit-
ting the record breaking trey with 19:46 left in the
second half. Jordan, who would go on to hit another
shot from downtown to bring her career total to 311
three-pointers made, surpassed the previous record
of 309 held by Julie Jones (Richmond - 1988-92).
The senior guard, who was honored the night before
as the Portsmouth Sports Club Virginia Female
College Athlete of the Year, scored six pointsin all.
Tiffany Green led al scorers pouring in 19 points
and hauling in 12 rebounds, including eight offen-
sive, for her fourth double-double of the 2007-08
season and the 15th of her career. Green's presence
inside, along with Jessica Canady who came off the
bench for 17 points shooting a perfect 6-of-6 from
the field, helped Old Dominion outscore George
Mason 45-24 in the paint. Shahida Williams was
among the other Lady Monarchs in double figures
adding in 13 points along with five assists, while
freshman Jasmine Parker captured 11 to have
notched double figures in three of her last four
games. Together Parker and Canady combined for
28 of Old Dominion's 33 bench points. The Lady
Monarchs led from the jump racing out to an 8-0
lead within the first two and half minutes of action.
The closest George Mason would find themselves
would be down four, 10-6, with 14:54 |eft in the
opening stanza. After the Patriots' Eugenia Broadus
cut her squad's deficit to four, Old Dominion pro-
ceeded to take an 8-0 run and never look back. The
16-time defending CAA champions led by as many
as 20 with three minutes remaining and had estab-
lished a 38-23 halftime advantage. George Mason
who shot a blistering 61.5 percent in the second half
in the first meeting with Old Dominion and was able
to cut a 22-point deficit down to eight with under a
minute remaining in the game, was kept in check
this time around by the Lady Monarchs. The Patriots
would be outscored 44-21 in half number two and
held to 8-of-37 (21.6 percent) from the floor.

NORFOLK, Va. (AP) -- Angie Bjorklund matched her career
high with 29 points and hit two huge 3-pointers Thursday night
as No. 11 Tennessee got back to its winning ways by prevailing
in a back-and-forth battle with longtime rival Old Dominion, 81-
76.

Tennessee (8-2), coming off a 73-59 loss at Texas that
knocked it out of the top 10 after arecord 211 consecutive
weeks there, won for the 13th straight time in the series between
two of the schools that first brought women's college basketball
to prominence.

Old Dominion (5-3) got 17 points from Tiffany Green and
14 from Jasmine Parker, but couldn't overcome a major size defi-
ciency as the Lady Vols outrebounded them 56-58.

Tennessee scored 23 second-chance points, and Old
Dominion had just 13.

Jessica Canady's putback and Jazzmin Walters' layup gave
the Lady Monarchs a 67-65 lead with 4:56 left but, just as the
crowd whipped itself into an upset-minded frenzy, Bjorklund's
fifth 3-pointer put the Lady Vols back in front. It was the first of
her two daggers.

The second came with 1:51 to play, after Shadasia Green's
putback gave the Lady Monarchs the lead at 71-70, again ignit-
ing the crowd. This time, Bjorklund connected from deep on the
left wing to restore Tennessee's lead to 73-71. She added a 15-
footer with 1:03 to play, pushing the Lady Vols' lead to four, and
Old Dominion couldn't recover.

Alyssia Brewer added 15 points for Tennessee and Glory
Johnson had 10. Vicki Baugh and Alex Fuller each grabbed 12
rebounds for the Lady Vols, who had 26 offensive boards.

Canady and Jen Nuzzo added 11 each for Old Dominion.

Tennessee led 50-45 with 14:12 to play before Tiffany
Green scored inside on a feed from Nuzzo, and Parker's fourth 3-
pointer 36 seconds later pulled the Lady Monarchs even.

Neither team led by more than four the rest of the way.

The Lady Vols led 24-18 until Tiffany Green's two free throws
with 6:39 left in the half sparked a 14-4 run for Old Dominion
capped by consecutive 3-pointers by Parker.

The burst gave the Lady Monarchs a 32-28 lead, but just
as quickly, Tennessee responded with an 11-4 spurt to end the
half, getting two 3-pointers from Bjorklund in the run .

(AP) -- DeMauria Liles scored 20 points and
No. 15 Maryland held Old Dominion without a field goal for the
final four minutes in a 74-65 victory on Sunday.

Shadasia Green's layup gave the Lady Monarchs a 63-62
lead with 3:56 to play, but ODU, which led by as many as eight
points in the first half, made just two free throws the rest of the
way.

"That's not the effort that we can afford to have in our
own house and expect to be a top-20 team," Old Dominion
coach Wendy Larry said. "It's just not gonna happen. The
rebounding differential, the free-throw differential - it's all
indicative of ateam that was outworked."

The Lady Monarchs (5-4), who shot 34 percent from the
floor, made just nine of 14 foul shots to Maryland's 26 on 39
attempts and were outrebounded 53-43.

Old Dominion, which had its 29-game home winning
streak snapped in Thursday's 81-76 loss to No. 11 Tennessee,
was led by junior forward Jessica Canady's 20 points and 11
rebounds.

The back-to-back losses were the first for ODU in the 7-
year-old Ted Constant Center since the 2005-06 season, when
the Lady Monarchs lost 88-80 in overtime to No. 5 North
Carolina on Dec. 29 and 83-67 to No. 1 Tennessee on Jan 2.

Old Dominion's first-half lead evaporated behind a 15-2
Terrapins run, and the Terps (9-2) led by two points at halftime.

ODU co-leading scorer Tiffany Green, a 6-foot-2 senior
center averaging 13.8 points per game, was held without a point
and picked up two fouls in the first half. She didn't score until
she made a layup five minutes into the second period and fin-
ished with 10 points and 10 rebounds before fouling out with
two minutes to play.

"She's avery talented player, and | thought our post play-
ers did atremendous job in terms of defending her," Maryland
coach Brenda Frese said. "Obviously it was to our advantage
when she got into some early foul trouble, for us to be able to
keep attacking and penetrating to the rim to be able to get the
free-throw line."

Maryland guard Kristi Toliver, the ACC preseason player
of the year, had 19 points, and Marissa Coleman had 16 points
and 13 rebounds.

NORFOLK, Va. -- It was athriller Monday night at the Ted
Constant Convocation Center as the Old Dominion women's basket-
ball team edged out VCU, 69-68, in their CAA opener. The Lady
Monarchs, who were down by eight with 4:09 remaining in the game,
outscored the Rams 13-4 down the stretch including a huge three-
pointer by sophomore Jasmine Parker and free throws by senior
Jazzmin Walters.

The victory snapped a three-game skid for the Lady Monarchs
(6-5, 1-0 CAA), who improved to 18-0 in CAA openers and 17-1 in
CAA home openers. The win for ODU also snapped VCU's six-game
win streak. The Rams, who entered the game with the best record
among fellow CAA schools, fell to 10-3 on the year.
