Prior to Sunday, ODU's
last conference loss at the Ted Constant Convocation
Center was against Delaware, 70-73, on January 9,
2005. Old Dominion holds a 164-3 home CAA
mark.

CAA ROAD STREAK:
The Lady Monarchs had its six game CAA road
streak come to an end on January 29th with a 62-75
loss at Georgia State. The streak began in the CAA
regular season final last year against UNC-
Wilmington and continued with three wins at the
CAA Tournament at the Bob Carpenter Center.

OXFORD, Miss. -- The Old Dominion women's basketball team tried
to rally from a 10-point second half deficit behind the career-high 24
point night from senior Tiffany Green (Chesapeake, Va.), however the
Lady Monarchs would close out the non-conference portion of its
schedule at 5-5 following a 79-72 setback at Ole Miss on Friday night.

The first half endured six ties and six lead changes before Old
Dominion controlled the later part of the opening stanza. With Ole
Miss leading 23-20 with 7:22 |eft in the half, Old Dominion produced
an 11-0 run fueled by six straight points by sophomore guard Jasmine
Parker (Norfolk, Va.). Parker capped off the run hitting a four-point
play and creating a turnover on the ensuing play to put the ball up and
in on alay-up to give Old Dominion a 33-27 edge with 5:34 remain-
ing in the opening stanza.

The Lady Rebels, however, closed the gap to within two by the
half's end. Ole Miss outscored Old Dominion, 12- 6, in the final five
minutes of the half, including back-to-back three-pointers by Bianca
Thomas and Elizabeth Robertson. Robertson's lone first half points
came as she connected from the right side of the arc with 12 seconds
left to cut the Lady Monarch lead to 37-35 entering the lockerroom.

NORFOLK, Va. -- It was athriller Monday night at the Ted
Constant Convocation Center as the Old Dominion women's basket-
ball team edged out VCU, 69-68, in their CAA opener. The Lady
Monarchs, who were down by eight with 4:09 remaining in the game,
outscored the Rams 13-4 down the stretch including a huge three-
pointer by sophomore Jasmine Parker and free throws by senior
Jazzmin Walters.

The victory snapped a three-game skid for the Lady Monarchs
(6-5, 1-0 CAA), who improved to 18-0 in CAA openers and 17-1 in
CAA home openers. The win for ODU also snapped VCU's six-game
win streak. The Rams, who entered the game with the best record
among fellow CAA schools, fell to 10-3 on the year.

"I don't think anyone stopped believing," said ODU head coach
Wendy Larry. "We really fought back."

Old Dominion trailed by eight, 64-56, with 4:09 left in the
game, but managed to make it a two-point ball game by scoring six
unanswered points over the next two minutes. Senior Tiffany Green,
who spent much of the night in foul trouble, made one of two free
throws, Parker connected on athree, and freshman Mairi Buchan hit a
jumper from the middle of the circle to cut their disadvantage to 64-
62.

VCU stopped the Lady Monarch run with a pair of free throws
by the Rams' Quanitra Hollingsworth, but Hollingsworth would later
foul Parker sending the sophomore Lady Monarch to the line. Parker
hit both her attempts from the charity stripe making it a two-point ball
game again with VCU up 66-64 with 1:10 to go.

A KitaWaller lay-up gave the Rams a 68-64 |ead with 55 sec-
onds |eft on the clock, but on the next play Parker, who entered the
game shooting 39.2 percent from beyond the arc as the CAA's second
leading three-point shooter, sank the ball in from the top right of the
key to pull Old Dominion to within one. Rorie Latavia missed alay-
up on the other end as sophomore Sierra Little came up with the
rebound and was quickly fouled.

Little missed the front end of a one-and-one, but the smallest
player on the court, Walters, snuck in for the rebound and ended at the
foul line herself. Walters sank both her shots to return to the lead to
ODU for the first time since the 10 minute mark of the second half.

Waller missed the rim on the Rams' next play giving the ball
back to Old Dominion. VCU was then forced to foul Walters. Walters
missed both her attempts giving the Rams one last shot to snap the
Lady Monarch's 34-game CAA home court win streak with 0.7 sec-
onds. The inbounds pass found its way to Waller who launched a des-
peration three. The heave bounced on the rim, but did not go through
the net giving ODU the win.

NORFOLK, Va. -- The Old Dominion women's basketbal| team
had its 37 game Colonial Athletic Association (CAA) home win
streak snapped and was handed only its third home CAA lossin
history with a 72-67 loss to James Madison Sunday afternoon at
the Ted Constant Convocation Center. The Dukes Dawn Evans,
who |eads the nation in scoring, ignited for 36 points. Old
Dominion, meanwhile, shot only 18 percent in the second half
and went just 25-of-40 from the free throw line.

The loss was only the Lady Monarch's third ever confer-
ence loss on its homecourt having suffered a 70-74 loss to
Richmond on February 19, 1992 and Delaware on January 9,
2005 with a 70-73 setback. Old Dominion drops to 164-3 at home
against the CAA and 317-18 all-time.

James Madison picked up its 17th win over the Lady
Monarchs, the most victories of any ODU opponent in the CAA.

Old Dominion (11-6, 6-1 CAA) opened the game with a
14-3 advantage limiting the Dukes to just one field goal, a three
by Evans, in the opening six minutes of the contest. Junior Jessica
Canady started the game on a tear, netting the Lady Monarch's
first nine points en-route to her team-high 18 points. James
Madison (13-5, 6-1 CAA) fired back using a 17-3 run to take the
over the lead it would never relinquish. The Dukes led by six, 29-
35, with 2:12 |eft in the first half, but ODU managed to cut it to a
one point ball game at the buzzer trailing, 34-35, heading into
halftime.

The second half saw Old Dominion shoot only 18 percent
from the floor and a mere 19-of-33 from the foul line.

Along with Canady's 18, freshman Mairi Buchan posted a
career-high 15 points and senior Jen Nuzzo tied her career-mark
with 14.

Senior Tiffany Green, who entered the game with four con-
secutive double-doubles went O-for-6, collecting all six of her
points from the charity stripe. Green did haul in 14 boards as the
Lady Monarchs were outrebounded by five, 45-40.

ATLANTA, Ga. -- The Old Dominion women's basketball team
dropped its second straight Colonial Athletic Association (CAA)
contest Thursday night at the GSU Sports Arenawith a 75-62 loss
to Georgia State.

The Panthers used a 21-5 run over the game's final seven
minutes to capture its first ever victory over the Lady Monarchs.
Georgia State had been one of five teams still looking to record a
victory over Old Dominion having dropped their previous seven
meetings since joining the CAA in 2005-06. Old Dominion was
ahead, 57-54 with 7:12 remaining, before the Panthers made their
run.

Georgia State also took advantage of a season-high 28
turnovers committed by the Lady Monarchs resulting in 36
Georgia State points.

Old Dominion led for amajority of the first half and
enjoyed a nine-point, 25-16 edge, with seven minutes left before
the intermission. Although Georgia State continued to chip away,
the Lady Monarchs ended the half ahead, 32-29.

State started its run. Parker's three from the right side of the floor
had Old Dominion had 57-54.

On the following play, the Panther's Brittany Hollins hit a
three of her own to tie the game at 57 all. Coming out a timeout,
Hollins recorded one of her seven takeaways on the evening,
returning possession back to Georgia State. Although the Panthers
did not convert the bucket, Stacie Young hit one of two free
throws to give Georgia State its first |ead since the early minutes
of the game.

After back-to-back turnovers by each team, Old Dominion
gained control of the ball. Senior Tiffany Green ended up the
charity stripe. She converted her first throw to tie the game at 58-
58 with 5:46 in the ninth tie of the half. She missed the second
and Hollins grabbed the board resulting in a fast break lay-up by
Young on the other end. Young's bucket would give the Panthers
the lead for good.

Old Dominion falls to 11-7 overall and 6-2 in the CAA.
The loss was the first time the Lady Monarchs have posted back-
to-back losses since the 2002-03 season when ODU fell to VCU,
James Madison, and Delaware and the first time since the 2004-
05 season ODU has fallen in more than one conference contest in
aseason.

Green finished the night with a game-high 22 points along
with nine rebounds and three steals.

RICHMOND, Va. -- The Old Dominion women's basketball team
suffered its third straight CAA loss with a 58-51 setback to VCU on
Sunday afternoon at the Siegel Center. Senior Tiffany Green
(Chesapeake, Va.) led the Lady Monarchs with her ninth double-dou-
ble of the season with 21 points and 12 boards. Sophomore Jasmine
Parker (Norfolk, Va)) added in 12 points.

The loss drops Old Dominion to 11-8 overall and 6-3 in the CAA.
Its just the third time since joining the league in 1991-92 the Lady
Monarchs have suffered three consecutive CAA losses. Old Dominion
fell to VCU, James Madison, and Delaware in arow in 2002-03 and
James Madison, Richmond, and East Carolinain its first season in the
league in 1991-92.

Old Dominion, who committed a season-high 28 turnovers at
Georgia State on Thursday, turned the ball over 25 times against the
Rams. VCU was able to score 21 points off the Lady Monarchs mis-
cues.

VCU took a 4-0 lead to open the game, but it would be another 12
minutes before the Rams would make another field goal. The Lady
Monarchs meanwhile went on a 15-2 run, holding VCU at one point
without a point for a three and half minute span. Hollingsworth
stopped VCU's drought from the field with a traditional three-point
play at the 5:52 mark as the Rams closed out the half outscoring the
Lady Monarchs 15-6. All six of ODU's points over the final six min-
utes of the opening stanza came from the hands of |eading scorer
Tiffany Green. The Lady Monarchs trailed 25-21 at the intermission
with junior Jessica Canady having already hauled in 10 of her 12
rebounds of the afternoon.

The second half was neck and neck much of the way. VCU estab-
lished afive point, 33-28 lead, five minutes into the half, but Old
Dominion managed to erase it by continually chipping away at the
Ram advantage.

Then after D'Andra Moss and
Hollingsworth scored a pair of back-to-back layups for a five-point
VCU lead, Green hit a pair from the charity stripe pulling ODU to
within three, 48-51, with 2:11 remaining.

Down the stretch, however, VCU went 7-of-8 from the line and the
Rams defense only allowed Green to break through for one last lay-
up. Green was fouled on the play and made the traditional three-point
play for the Lady Monarchs' final points of the afternoon. Green, who
at times has struggled at the line, finished 5-of-5 on the afternoon.
